God knows we need all these good things like 

food and drink and clothing and a home. Our Lord wants us to do the 

right things first, and He will provide for us.  

Let’s always try to do things in the right order. Let’s try to be close to God 

first, and then we can see how He will take care of us in the way that He 

knows best.
