nice-smelling perfume to anoint Him. But
they had a problem. After Jesus died on the
Cross, He was put into a tomb. A big stone was

rolled in front of it so nobody could get in there. Archaeologists think that the
stone probably weighed about 2,000 to 4,000 pounds—as much as a car
weighs! So these women didn’t know how they would move it. They said to
themselves, “Who will roll away the stone for us from the door of the tomb?”
But they went anyway. They wanted to do something for the Lord!

You know what happened then. When they got there, the stone had been
moved away. The angel told them that Christ had risen!

Sometimes we don’t know how we are going to do something. We might have
a problem that we just can’t work out. But when we want to do something
good, God will roll away that stone for us! In other words, He will work it out.
Let’s learn from these women, and trust in our Lord!
