You’ve held a real Bible in your
hands, haven’t you? Have you ever noticed how
thin the pages are? That’s because it’s a huge
book, and the thin pages make the book not so
heavy!

Did you know there are about 780,000 words in
the Bible? Most of those words are from the Old |
Testament, the part before Christ was born. '
They give the Law (the many rules that the
faithful people had to follow). They give the
words of the Prophets, too. The Prophets are
the people who God asked to speak for Him.

Ten Commandments)

In church, we mostly read the part of the Bible
about Jesus Christ, about His life and death and resurrection, and also
about how the Christian Church started.

In today’s Gospel reading, Christ Himself said, “Do not think that I came
to destroy the Law or the Prophets. I did not come to destroy but to ful-
fill.” Christ didn’t come with a new religion. He didn’t come to throw away
the Old Testament.
